EARLY INTERVENTION SERVICES
Nutrition services are provided when the Individual Family Service Plan (IFSP) team determines that they are a health service necessary to enable the infant or toddler to benefit from the other early intervention services and it is identified as a service on the IFSP.  These services are provided in consultation with the IFSP team members. These services must be coordinated with the child’s physician as the primary health provider for the child and include:

1. Conducting individual assessment:

· Nutritional history and dietary intake

· Anthropometric, biochemical and clinical variables 

· Food habits and food preferences

2. Developing  monitoring, and implementing appropriate plans to address nutritional needs; and
3. Coordinating planning and follow-up with the primary care physician.
